With over 20 years experience and a
reputation for elegantly shaping residential and commercial interiors, Connell was awarded a 2005 retail interior
design commendation for the Prince Wine Store, and has designed many of Melbourne’s favourite dining spots
including Carousel (Albert Park), Mr Wolf (St Kilda) and Melbourne Wine Room (St Kilda).

The café redevelopment is part of Heide's ongoing building program and has been made possible with funding
from the State Government, through Arts Victoria, philanthropic and business partnerships.
